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Crime Stoppers Introduces New Tip Line

Crime Stoppers New Tip Line Aimed at Teenagers
Wood County Crime Stoppers, in conjunction with Marshfield Clinic, is introducing a new service aimed at helping to further prevent crime in our community. This new service, Text-A-Tip, provides community members with a confidential way to report weapons, drugs, alcohol and any other suspicious activity. Targeted at students, the new tip reporting process is simple: users type their message using the texting service on their cell phone, and send the message to 274637. The message needs to start with the keyword WCCS to ensure that it is properly routed. After being sent, the message is encrypted and delivered to local law enforcement officials, who can then communicate with the tipster and follow-up on the illegal activity. The entire exchange is anonymous and the user’s identity remains confidential. Users are eligible for a cash reward, similar to the traditional Crime Stoppers tip line.

Local officials are excited about this new tip line, as it better aligns with the way that teenagers are communicating in today’s world. The traditional telephone tip line is still operating, but officials feel this service is an additional asset as it allows teens to report the activity immediately and provide timely information that concerns them.
The Text-A-Tip line was implemented over the last month and is available to all Wood County residents. In an effort to increase participation among high-school students, there are program promotion activities planned for the coming weeks.
